The included rubber capping seals the joint and can easily be unzipped 
after installation to reveal a clean joint between paving sections.

Thoroughly tested by a third party, the Pinnable Lock JointTM was proven to 
prevent significant cracking or failure of the surrounding concrete. The test 
results showed the Pinnable Lock JointTM keyed together and aligned across 
the joint surfaces through the full test range of uplift , indicating that no trip 
hazard would be created under these conditions in a constructed pavement. 

Tested to an uplift of over 4” (100mm)  displacement, the maximum recorded 
cross-joint surface differential was 0.03 ” (0.76mm).
